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It is hard to believe that 2009 is halfway gone
already! As we look back at the previous six
months we can see God’s fingerprints all over
the ministry here in Kenya. He is clearly at work
here in East Africa, and while we may not always
like the way He works, we rest in the peace
knowing that His way is the BEST way!

The first six months have brought with them
three teams, ten short term volunteers,
partnerships, and more opportunities than we
can count.

The three programs continue to grow join us as
we share some “snapshots” with you.

Prevention Marriage is for Life

Kenya’s Choose to Wait program grew by leaps and
bounds this year as we have expanded the teacher
ranks after completing Level One and Level Two
trainings. Currently we have 5 certified teachers and
16 in training, presenting the CtW message in
schools, small groups and churches to all ages by
the hundreds all across Kenya.

One of the certified teachers has accepted the
position as Area CtW Coordinator for the Nairobi
area, and will also be assisting with CtW on a
country wide level. We are praising God for
provision of people and funds to make this possible.

The youth and children in East Africa, and in Kenya
in particular confront each day an incredible amount
of cultural pressure to succumb to the “world’s”
way of living as opposed to God’s Plan. CtW is
making a difference and giving these youth the tools
to push back, to be cycle breakers and make a
difference.

We hear many stories of change and impact coming
from the Choose to Wait program, here are just a
few:
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Westking teward ar aids-ghee weskd,

“..an incident happened at the project, one of the
boys in my class was making fun of another boy
whose shoes apparently had gotten torn while
playing football. The boy with the torn shoes made
an attempt to stop him by reminding him about the
“I have value, you have value” principle, he stopped
making fun of him and actually walked away. *

“.. when a boy from the Compassion Int. project
tried hugging a girl who attends the CtW classes,
she declined and with a lot of boldness and
confidence told him, “she doesn’t hug boys
anymore she understands the need to keep herself

‘clean’.” (In Kenya girls do not culturally have the right to
refuse a hug, gesture or proposition from a boy, which in most
cases is given with less than pure intentions)

One of the teachers was in a Matatu (public
transport) with some of the boys from his CtW
class. The driver started playing a secular song that
had really abusive lyrics and the boys actually made
him to switch it off and went ahead to mention to
him the lesson about ‘confusing voices’.

Head Masters and school teachers are requesting the
CtW teachers to continue teaching even when they
have finished the entire program. They see the
difference in the children and are so thankful to
have other adults who really care and want to invest
in the future of Kenya.

Choose to Wait is making an impact and we are
excited to see what the next six months brings as
even more teachers are empowered and trained to
make a difference.
